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Article 1

Authority and Precedence

1.1 Authority: These Policies and Procedures of the Portland Rose City Chapter of the National Association of Independent Fee Appraisers are adopted and promulgated by the Board of Directors (“Board”) of the Chapter and may be amended from time to time as deemed necessary by a minimum of two thirds approval vote of the board. 

1.2 Precedence: In the event a conflict arises over power and/or authority of the Board of Directors, Chapter Officers, or Chapter Members, Article 1.2 of the National By Laws shall prevail. 

1.3 Definitions: All references in these Policies and Procedures, unless otherwise specified, refer to Chapter Officers, Directors, Committee Members.

Article 2

Chapter Responsibilities/Commitments

2.1 National Officers/Directors/Committee Members: The Chapter will provide funds for National Officers, Board of Directors, and Committee Members to offset expenses incurred while attending mandatory meetings and/or events that promote/support the NAIFA or the Chapter. The Chapter member must be actively involved in ongoing Chapter business and events.

2.2 Regional/State Offices: The Chapter will provide funds for Regional Governor and State Director to offset expenses incurred while attending mandatory meetings and/or events that promote the NAIFA or the Chapter. The Chapter member must be actively involved in ongoing Chapter business and events.

2.3 Chapter President: The Chapter will provide funds for the Chapter President to offset expenses incurred while attending National meetings and/or events that promote the NAIFA or the Chapter so long as the Chapter President is actively involved in ongoing Chapter business.                                            

2.4 Chapter Officers & Committee Members: The board may approve, (by two thirds vote), funds to offset expenses incurred while attending National meetings and/or events that promote the NAIFA or the Chapter, (providing funds are budgeted and available) for any Chapter Officer, Committee Chair, or Committee member. 

2.5 Members: The board may approve, (by two thirds vote), funds to offset expenses incurred while attending National meetings and/or events that promote the NAIFA or the Chapter, (providing funds are budgeted and available) for any member that is actively involved in ongoing Chapter business. 

Article 3

Board of Directors

3.1
General: The board shall consist of not more than 12 members in good standing with the NAIFA and the Chapter. 

3.2 
Members: The board members shall consist of the Chapter officers, State Director (if active in the Chapter), Regional Governor (if active in the Chapter), National Officers/Board of Directors/Committee Members (if active in the Chapter), Past National President (if active in the Chapter), any designated member approved by the board by two thirds vote. The Chapter President shall be the presiding Chair of the board.  


3.3 
Meetings: The board will, at a minimum, have one meeting a month. 

3.4 Quorum: A quorum of two thirds of the board must be present to pass and/or change any or all of the provisions as stated in the Policies and Procedures.

3.5 Removal: Any member of the Board may be removed by a two thirds (2/3) vote of the Board whenever, in the Board’s judgement, the best interests of the Chapter would be better served thereby after a hearing.

3.6
Interpretation: The Board shall be the final authority on the interpretation or intent of these Policies and Procedures.

3.7
Miscellaneous: The Board may authorize any officer(s), agent(s) of the Chapter, in addition to the officers so authorized by these Policies and Procedures, to enter into any contract or to execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the Chapter. Such authority may be general or confined to specific instances. All checks, drafts, or orders for the payment of money, notes, or other evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the Chapter shall be signed by such officer(s) or agent(s) of the Chapter who shall from time to time be determined by resolution of the Board. All Funds of the Chapter shall be deposited, from time to time, to the credit of the Chapter in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories as the Board may select. The Board may accept, on behalf of the Chapter, any contribution, gift, bequest, or devise for general purposes or for any special purpose of the Chapter.

Article 4

Officers

4.1
Officers: The Chapter President shall be elected according to outcome of a vote by the designated 

membership. Chapter Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer shall be elected by the Chapter general membership. Criteria for officers of the Chapter shall be in conjunction with NAIFA By Laws, Policies, and Procedures as stated.
